M are related to the New York State Prevention Agenda that aims to improve
the health and well-being of all New Yorkers and promote health equity.

CHIA INITIATIVES ARE NOT

M quality improvement, patient safety, care transition or inpatient-focused.

We remain committed to recognizing and sharing members’ outstanding quality improvement work.

WINNER SELECTION

Submissions are judged by an external panel of experts on the following criteria:

Background and Prevention Agenda priority . . ................ 15 points
Collaboration and approach .. ......... ... ... . ... 30 points
Results and impact on the community. . .................... 35 points
Conclusions and sustainability . .............. .. ... ....... 20 points

The submission scoring the highest will be awarded.
